FLEX and ProChip Classic. Transponders will be available to rent from the organization at a cost of SEK
150. If you want to rent a transponder, this is booked and paid in Sportstiming.se Collection of
transponder will be done when collecting the bib. If the transponder isn’t returned, the person will be
debited 100 EUR

Course

The race course is 4 km long with an elevation of about 120m per lap. It consists of technical single
track with many rocks and roots, slick rocks and some man made jumps and berms. Since the course
is designed in one bigger and two smaller loops the spectators get a good overview over the
competitions. It is possible to access most of the places around the track with some favorite spots,
like the “SM-droppet”, “dowhillbanan” and the spectacular “rotbacken”.

Note: The “SM Drop” will not be open during the first/start lap.
